RESOLUTION 

The General Assembly recognizes the urgent need for science to have greater influence and 
impact on policy making and programming at all levels of governance. 

We welcome the recommendations of the Council’s international Steering Group on the role 
of the ISC in the intergovernmental system. We also welcome the United Nations Secretary 

General’s intention to re-establish the Secretary General’s Scientific Advisory Board  and 

strongly endorse the ISC’s intention to engage actively in supporting its development and 
effective operation in order to fully integrate scientific evidence into international policy 
making. 

The General Assembly requests the new Governing Board to respond to the Steering 
Group’s recommendations through the development of an action-oriented strategy that 
fully mobilizes the scientific and policy expertise of ISC members, partners and broader 
international networks.
